Improve a Logo Design Project

Vector Graphics Assignment 


For this assignment, you will create a simple (high contrast) yet creative graphic that sums up the activities of a company.

Assignment
Students will create a new logo for an existing company. Students will take an existing logo, which is poorly done, and rework it to make it better. These designs will be accompanied by a color guide. A color guide is a guide that lets the clients know what colors they may use that harmonize with the logo you have created. Image and font choices are very important to the concept of the logo.


The design should be simple, yet display a compelling graphic that sums up the activities of the company you choose. The Logo you design should be better than the 'bad' logo you choose by concisely representing the company product or service. The logo can use both text and graphics. When using text, make sure the text aligns with the activities of the company. You wouldn't use comic sans for a contemporary company. 
1. Before designing ask yourself the following Analysis questions about the company and the existing logo:

a. What does the company do?

b. How can you sum up that activity in a single image?
c. Who is the target audience?

d. What are the guidelines or budget constraints?
2. In your sketch book create two thumbnails.

3. Choose your 2 best thumbnail sketches and turn them into roughs in your sketch book.  Rough sketches are larger, more detailed, and in color.  Pay special attention to color harmonies during this section.
4. On a piece of paper and turn the roughs into a comprehensives, comps.  Your comps will be created in Illustrator.

5. Using phone or camera create a digital image of your rough.  Use the image to trace your logo into Illustrator.

6. When finished, place the original logo next to your new logo and drop it to me as a PDF.
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
